Assignment - Kodak Picture of the Day Analysis

Go to the Kodak Picture of the Day Site. Search for your favorite picture in the last three months.  Then, answer the following questions about the photo in complete sentences. Be specific and detailed. Use your download of this document as your answer sheet. Just answer each question under the question itself. Put your full name (first and last) at the top of the document. Save the document in your folder on the server with the following file name: your name (first last initial), grade and photoassign. For example, Sally Smith in grade 8 would name her document as sallys8photoassign.doc.  Do not print the document. In your document I want you to delete this introductory paragraph and in its place copy and paste your chosen photograph here with information about who took it and the date it was photo of the day.

1. Why did you pick that picture over all the others?

2. What emotional impact did the photo have on you? For example, did it make you happy, sad, angry, awe inspired, etc.? What was it about the photo that made it have an emotional impact on you?

3. How does the photo use color? For example, was it color or black and white? If black and white, why didn't the photographer use color? Were the colors vibrant or muted? Were there many colors or mainly just one color?

4. How did the photographer use light? Where was the light coming from? Was it soft like on a cloudy day or was it bright and casting shadows like on a sunny day? Was the light on the scene even or did it vary a lot from one part of the photo to another?

5. Were the subjects in the photo moving or still? How could you tell?

6. Was everything in focus in the photo, or were some things out of focus? Why might a photographer choose to have some things out of focus? Why might a photographer choose to have everything in focus?

7. Composition refers to where the different parts of the photo are in the picture. For example, if I am photographing a person, I might place the person in the middle of the photo, or I might have them off to the side. How is your photo composed? In other words, where are the various elements of the photo in the picture? Why? (I'll explain this one more in class.)

8. Where was the photographer in relation to the subject? For example, was the photographer up close or far way? Was the photographer shooting from above or below the subject? Was the photographer shooting from straight on or from the side? Etc. Why do you think the photographer shot the photo from where he or she did?
