Operations with Matrices Using Excel

An array of numbers in Excel constitutes a mathematical matrix. You can add, subtract, multiply and divide matrices. For a large matrix, this can take a lot of time if you do all the calculations individually. With Excel or another spreadsheet, it is a breeze! 

Look at the matrices.xls spreadsheet. I have two matrices. To add these matrices I do the following:

1. Click in cell A6. That’s where we are going to put the answer to the addition of A1 and D1.

2. Click on calculator. Click on A1. Click on +. Click on D1. Click “Okay” on calculator.

3.  Click A6. Go Edit – Copy.

4. Highlight by dragging A6 through B9 (2 columns, 4 rows)

5. Go Edit – Paste. You now have your answers. You should be able to do with any operations.
